Environment Minister Alex Attwood has announced that he is taking a fresh look at
how Planning Policy Statement 21 is actually working in practice. The policy was
introduced in 2010 to manage sustainable development in the countryside.

£400,000 waste funding boost

Environment Minister Alex Attwood has announced a £400,000 funding boost for
projects which will divert waste from landfill.

NI retail planning policy

Environment Minister Alex Attwood has welcomed the Court of Appeal's dismissal of
the Appeal against his draft policy on retail and town centres.

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Planning error outlined

Environment Minister Alex Attwood has outlined to the Environment Committee details
of a planning error in relation to a forthcoming public inquiry into the planning
application for a North South Interconnector for Northern Ireland Electricity.

Tree disease survey

Minister Michelle O'Neill MLA, has been briefed on plans by DARD to combat the
spread of ramorum disease of larch trees, Phytophthora ramorum.

New listed buildings fines

Environment Minister, Alex Attwood, has announced that Magistrates' courts can now
impose fines of up to £100,000 for certain offences relating to listed buildings or
protected trees. This is a threefold increase on the previous figure.

Historic house protection

Environment Minister Alex Attwood has stepped in to protect an historic country house
in Lurgan. The Minister has put a Building Preservation Notice on Demesne House,
set within the historic surroundings of the former Brownlow Estate in Lurgan.

Forests agreement backed

Ministers at the sixth Forest Europe Conference in Oslo, Norway have agreed to back
plans to introduce a legally binding agreement to protect Europe's forests.

A number of Australia's leading climate scientists have been moved into safer
accommodation after receiving death threats, in a further escalation of the country's
increasingly febrile carbon price debate.

Carbon is pouring into Earth's atmosphere ten times faster today than during a
dramatic event 56 million years ago that raised Earth's temperature by at least five
degrees Celsius (nine degrees Fahrenheit), according to a new study.
